Lesson 2  June 15th  How do we get heavenly treasures?

1. Prayer

2. Review heavenly treasure from last week.  How do we get it?  Salvation.
But it also says, you will be rewarded in heaven with more if you do more…..
so……how do you get more?
Read:  Matthew 25:34-40
1 Timothy 6:17-19
1 Timothy 5:4
Hebrews 13:2-3
James 1:27
Galations 6:8b-9a

3. Object Lesson   ------  DO IT!!!!
Work altogether on a project for our little World Vision Girl!

4. Memory Verse – Matthew 6:19-20, Jana Alayra DVD

5. Send home a representation of the heavenly treasure that they stored today.

Lesson 3 June 22, 2008  What gets in the way of heavenly treasure?
1. Opening Prayer

2. Read Matthew 6:19-21.  Talk about moth, rust, and thieves.  Talk about what verse 21 means.

3. Object Lesson – Guardian of the Treasure GAME!!!
Point:  You cannot watch over your earthly treasure and your heavenly treasure at the same time!

4. Memory Verse – Matthew 6:19-20,  Jana Alayra DVD

5. Prayer for our World Vision Girl with the option to continue drawing pictures for her, bringing offering for her, etc.

Lesson 4 June 29th 2008  

How easy it is to choose earthly treasure over heavenly treasure!

1. Opening Prayer

2. Object Lesson :  Have a big basket of little chocolates on the table when the kids come in.  Mark it as  DO NOT EAT.  But have so many little candies in it that you wouldn’t be able to tell if one was missing.  You can even say something to the effect of  “I don’t think they would notice just one missing…..” and make sure to turn your back and give the kids an opportunity……

3. Read  Joshua 6:17-18 and 7:1-26  or paraphrase the story and read key verses.
Ask how many of the kids would do what Achan did?  Did Achan store up heavenly treasure or earthly treasure? Why was it so important that they not keep any earthly treasure for themselves from Jericho?
4. Refer back to the candy basket.  Without really calling anyone out, ask how hard it was to resist taking just one piece of candy even though the sign said not to.  Isn’t that almost the same situation Achan was in?

5. Lead them to Jesus and forgiveness and help in temptation.

7. Pray for World Vision Girl!

8. Play the Collect Heavenly Treasure Game.





Additionally, you can discuss the Rich Young Ruler in Matthew 19:16-22 as well.
Lesson 5  July 6, 2008 
Examples of Choosing Heavenly Treasure over Earthly Treasure  NOT FOR SMALL KIDS
1. Opening Prayer

2. Object Lesson -  Sweet Deserts
Give each kid one cookie and ask the kids if they would like to enjoy the cookie now.  After everyone has decided (but not eaten) present a HUGE desert (such as a slice of cake with icing and candy all over it) and tell them they can eat the big desert INSTEAD OF THE COOKIE but will have to wait 30 minutes first.  Do they want to wait?  Heaven is like this.  Things of this world seem appealing, but if we can remember that our heavenly reward will be much bigger we will not be disappointed and will be motivated to wait!!

3. Stories -  Moses gave up the treasures of Egypt and being the son of Pharoah’s daughter to seek heavenly treasures in heaven by leading the Israelites out of Egypt.  Hebrews 11:17-18
**(Abraham turned down the earthly treasure of having a great nation come from his name to seek heavenly treasures by obeying God and offering up Isaac.)  If the kids in the class are old enough to get this one…..
Use objects that represent Moses and Abraham’s earthly options (treasure vs. what God asked them to do) and pass them around as talking about the story.  Give the kids a feel for how what we see as our options are not the only options.

4. Memory Verse – Jana Alayra DVD
5. Prayer for World Vision Girl
6. Game  - Use cards from Armor of God game and collect “treasure” to see who can win the most treasure….

Lesson 6  July 13, 2008

What advice does God give us in the Bible to help us store up heavenly treasure?

1. Opening Prayer

2. Have a discussion about does God not like anything from this world?  Why or why not?  Is it ok for us to like things?  When is it bad? 
3. Read Proverbs 8:10.  There are things here on earth that we can “seek after as if it were treasure”.    

4. Hand out a List of Verses for the kids to take home.  When they read each verse, they should be able to find something God wants us to “seek” here on earth.  As they read them they can put slips of paper listing them in their Treasure Box.

5. CRAFT:  Make a Treasure Box.  

6. Memory Verse ;  Matthew 6:19-20.  See how many kids have hidden this verse in their heart!
7. Game:  go outside and play Red Light Green Light for pure fun!
